MOTIVATIONAL GIFTS DEFINED

5. GIVING - A DIVINE ABILITY TO EARN MONEY, MANAGE IT WELL,
AND CONTRIBUTE WISELY, CHEERFULLY,AND GEREROUSLY TO
GOD’S WORK.

PEOPLEWITH THIS GIFT OFTEN ASK, WHAT CAN | GIVETO MEET THIS
NEED? THE ANSWER IS NOT ALWAYS MONETARY, BUT THIS GIFT WILL
ALMOST ALWAYS BE REFLECTED IN A PERSON’S FINANCES.




MOTIVATIONAL GIFTS DEFINED

PEOPLE MOTIVATED WITH THE GIFT OF GIVING:

* GENERALLY, AVOID THE SPOTLIGHT AND GIVE ANONYMOUSLY
* WANT TO KNOW THE RETURN ON THEIR INVESTMENT

* AVOID HIGH-PRESSURE TACTICS

* MIGHT HAVEA TENDENCY TO BE PRIDEFUL
